     When John Brewer left his home in Worcester, 
Massachusetts in 1770 and found a place to operate his 
sawmill at the headwaters of Segeunkedunk stream, he had 
a vision of a settlement. With a stout heart and agile mind, 
he joined with others in the area and made his vision come 
true.  Despite a delay by the Revolutionary War and a 
British occupation, a settlement was started in 
1788.  Orrington was its name and descendants of the 
original charter still exist. It was on February 22nd in  
the year 1812, when the community of Brewer separated  
from Orrington and became its own town.  Two hundred 
years later, we celebrate the bicentennial of that  
community, home to many who would rather live here than 
anywhere else.
