History of The Event:  
The stream clean-up started in Brewer in 2004 as a way to comply with the Public Education and Participation requirements of the Maine Department of Environmental Protection Storm Water Permit.  


Many people are unaware that storm drains discharge untreated waters directly into local water bodies. A stream cleanup allows concerned citizens to become directly involved in water pollution prevention. Stream cleanups also educate members of the community about the importance of stream water quality through media coverage and publicity efforts. As a result, the river is cleaner, volunteers feel a sense of accomplishment and the community at large is better informed.
Since the start of stream cleanup events in 2004 we have had 2,850 volunteers (average 180/year). Our volunteers have helped the City to collect a combined total os 58 tons of trash (average of 3.6 tons/year). Due to the amazing support of our community and volunteers, the Brewer Stream Cleanup is one of the most successful events in Maine.
