
Types of Secondary ID 

 

You must present one physical, primary ID which includes your photo. We cannot accept digital 

IDs. If you cannot present one of the primary photo IDs listed above, you should present at least 

two secondary IDs listed below.  

 Out-of-state driver's license or enhanced driver's license with photo 

 Learner's or temporary driver's permit (without a photo) 

 In-state, fully valid non-driver ID (without a photo) 

 Out-of-state, non-driver ID 

 Temporary driver's license (without a photo) 

 Social Security card 

 Voter registration card 

 Employee work ID 

 Student ID 

 School yearbook with identifiable photograph 

 Selective Service (draft) card 

 Medicare or other health card 

 Expired driver's license  

 Form DS-71 for an Identifying Witness (note: this form is only available if you are 

applying in person at an acceptance facility or a passport agency).
